* There are more than 200 million Arabic
language speakers worldwide and more than
615,000 in the United States (www.mla.org).

e The United Nations adopted Arabic as one of
its six official languages in 1974.

About the Arabic Alphabet

e Arabic is written right to left

e The alphabet is composed of 28 basic letters

e The writing is unicase (i.e., the concept of upper and
lower case letters does not exist).

e The Arabic alphabet is also used in writing non-Arabic
languages such as Persian and Urdu.

e Arabic is part of the Semitic language family.

e Arab poets, long before the Islamic period, developed
Arabic into a language of richness and flexibility.
